DukeCapture Mobile Quickstart Guide for Windows

Please follow the instructions below to set up your Windows computer for use with DukeCapture Mobile.  If you have not already installed the Panopto Focus software, you must do so before proceeding with this process.  The software can be downloaded from your school or departmental DukeCapture site. 1. Plug in all of your peripherals such as microphones like the Phoenix Duet USB speakerphone or webcams.
2. Locate and launch the Panopto Recorder application.

· If there is not an icon on your desktop the application is located in 

C: > Program Files  (or Program Files (x86)> Panopto > Focus Recorder.

3. Login to the Panopto server with yourschoolname.capture.duke.edu and use your Duke NetID and password.
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4. Select the Create New Recording tab.

5. Choose your desired target folder from the Folder Name dropdown menu (the black triangular icon near the upper right portion of the application window.

6. Name the session anything you wish.

7. In the Video drop down menu under Primary Source select your webcam/camera. If you are not recording video, choose None.

8. Select your audio device from the Audio drop down menu.  Note that recordings must include audio in order to process correctly.
9. Choose Standard for Quality.

10. If you will be presenting with PowerPoint, under Other Capture Sources check PowerPoint.

11. If you will be recording anything on your computer other than PowerPoint (such as websites, etc), check Capture Screen
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12. Click the Record button when you are ready to begin recording.

13. You may Pause your recording at any time; however, for fastest processing, it is best to stop the recording and restart it if you are going to have long pauses. 
14. Click Stop when you are finished with the recording. 

15.   Once you have clicked on Stop a new Panopto window will open and your file will be uploaded to the DukeCapture server.  It is important that the application remain open and connected to the network when you are finished for the file to be uploaded to the server. If you need to leave the room after your presentation, you can simply relaunch the application later and the file upload will be resumed. When the file has been successfully uploaded the status will read default and you will see View, Edit, and Share links.
